As for the virgin girl, the father or grandfather (in case the father is not alive)
should have the final say. But if neither father nor grandfather is alive, the
ﬁnj]] word goes to the girl.

The question on whether it is an obligation on the part of the father or grand-
father to get the consent of the daughter or it is only for formality’s sake is
still being debated by scholars.

In the days of the Prophet (BPUH), Al-Nu’man was the leader of three army
units in the conquest of Makkah in the year 8 H. In the days of the Caliph
Abu-Bakr (MABP), Al-Nu'man had a main role in fighting those who
betrayed Islam. In the days of the Caliph Omar (MABP) Al-Nu’man partic-
ipated in the conquest of Iraq and in the battle of Qadissiyah in the year 14
H. Al-Nu'man died in the year 21 H. He was, in fact, martyred in the battle
of Nahawand in the year 21 H. The paper discusses this companion’s status
and contributions. It shows his piety and desire for Jihaad.

This research paper delineates the functions of reference in the light of
Hadeeth and its role in portraying the implied meaning to the addressee.

Because of this power,
English is chasing French out of its former entrenches in the area and dis-
placing Arabic in so many domains of language use. At the level of higher
edugation, the main topic of this paper, several patterns of English language
use as a medium of instruction have emerged. These patterns range from par-
tial pse of the language in topic specific areas, to using a blend of Arabic and
English and then to using English wholly as a medium of instruction similar
to American universities in America or British universities in Britain. The use
of English in higher education seems to be increasing in intensity and scope
with more political power of the US. English is a powerful language and it
is the language of power .
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5. Insistence on functional English model.

The third model comes between the first and the third. The incoming student
has to go through an intensive English program while at the same time taking
a “light” academic load. The program aims at raising the level of the profi-
ciency to what may be thought good enough to handle classroom instruction.
The criteria of “exiting” the program in this model is not as rigid as that used
in the second model. Sometimes the exiting criteria is relaxed to take individ-
ual cases into consideration, to preserve numbers of students in the student
body and not to discourage enrollment. University courses later include a slate
of required English courses to be completed as the student goes on.

6. The Egyptian Four Track Model.

Egypt has had the oldest well developed higher education system in the Arab
region. Before the establishment of higher education systems in Arab coun-
tries, the Egyptian system of higher education offered free education in all
traditional university specializations to Arab nationals coming from all over
the Arab world through the medium of Arabic or through the accommodation
model at later stages. New developments in the Egyptian system of higher
education have emerged in the 1990s. In addition to 12 state universities and
their seven branches with a total number of students reaching about 1.5 mil-
lion students (Farag 2000:1), the Egyptian government has allowed the estab-
lishment of four private universities in 1992 under the private universities law
passed in 1992 and its implementative charter released in 1996 (Al-Ahram
Weekly On Line 2002:1). More recently and in a new dramatic development,
a presidential decree was signed to establish a French university and a
German university in the country. The French university will teach in French
and its students will come from a dozen “still thriving” French schools set up
by French missionaries in the 1950s and from the country’s more than 60
bilingual schools where French is taught to more than 50000 students. The
medium of instruction in this university is, of course, French. The faculty,
according to Al-Ahram Weekly On Line 2002:2, will be one third French two
thirds Egyptian. Interestingly enough, Instruction at the new German univer-
sity will be in English. The “Germanness” of the university, asserts the
German ambassador in Egypt (Al-Ahram Weekly on Line (2002:2)), will be
in “the German curricula used and German teaching techniques employed”.
Students, however, will be encouraged to learn German to enable them to
continue their studies in Germany and to help them find jobs in Germany also.

This is applicable in the particular cases of some
Gulf States. In this model, though the university set up is like that in the first
model, there is more emphasis on the teaching of English in a preparatory
year through a language center or, more recently in some universities,
through the General Requirements Unit. In this model, admission of the stu-
dent into the university is not rigidly dependent on his score in English, but
more serious attempts are taken to raise the level of competence.

The actual use of English as a medium of instruction in this model differs
within the same university and across universities. In the colleges of arts and
the Colleges of Sharia and Islamic studies, the use of English is partial while
in the schools of engineering and medicine it is almost total. In older nation-
al universities, the use of English is less in scale than in the more modern
ones. Some of the more modern higher educational institutions in the Gulf
States overstress the use of English to an extreme. The example of the United
Arab Emirates is really interesting. The major UAE national university in
Al’ayn, for example, has been moving towards this model and has been late-
ly doing so through its General Requirements Unit . . Other examples of this
model include King Fahd University of Petroleum and Minerals and Sultan
Qaboos University in Oman.

3. Neo-colonial University Model

It may be surprising to use the term “neo-colonial” , but if any reader has the
chance of going over the prospectuses of Zayed University, for example, he
may not hesitate to talk about the “imperial” model. At Zayed university and
the Higher Colleges of Technology there is a policy flat exclusion of Arabic,
the native language of the students, from the educational process. If you take
a look at the prospectuses of Zayed University, you will see the prospectus-
es of a typical American university or British University in America or
Britain. . They have even reached a point of “imposing” English language
use to think of introducing a course in Arabic as a foreign language to Arabic
speaking students to be able to talk about their areas of specialization. In a
newly established “Institute of Petroleum” in Abu-Dhabi, the use of English
is total. In personnel and faculty, there is strong insistence that this institute
be American/British This kind of setup, no doubt, is outrageous and it is real-
ly incredible as a university set up in an Arab Muslim country in the Arabian
Peninsula. It does indeed ring the bells of early British colonialism of Black
Africa. It has been characterized by the absolute absence of any kind of sen-
sitivity to the “native” language and culture. It is very difficult to go into fur-
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elite conversant and educated through the medium of English and by a big
demand from the private sector and the job market at home and abroad in
othet Arab countries specially in the Gulf region on one hand and the use of
Arabic ferociously called for by Islamicists, Arabicists and by national iden-
tity, integrity and pride on the hand. This conflict has resulted in what
Zughoul (2001) has called “innovative accommodation™ which is a blend of
the two languages Arabic and English used for teaching purposes in the
classroom especially in the faculties of science, engineering, medicine and
business. This blend is given different labels depending on the attitude of the
speaker such as “strange mixture”, “blend”, ‘a hybrid”, “a pidgin™, “a cock-

tail” |, “hodgepodge”, “hotchpotch”, etc.

Zughoul and Hussein (1985), in a large scale field study at Yarmouk univer-
sity, | ordan describe the distribution of this blend as follows
e can conclude that actual classroom teaching is mostly conducted
English while there is room for the use of Arabic in classroom dis-
cussion. Question on the content of the lecture are likely to be raised in
abic and to be answered in English. As to classroom notes and writ-
assignments, a majority of the faculty indicated a preference pattern
for English. Faculty members state that they generally refer students to
different reference materials -more so to reference books than to pro-
fessional journals. The overwhelming majority of faculty members give
examinations in English and ask students to answer in English.
wever, faculty members feel that a sizable percentage of students are
n&l sufficiently competent in English to follow class lectures.

This model was born out of need, the need to teach through the medium
of English in an Arabic medium university. The situation of the universi-
ty here is very much like the situation in the work place and in govern-
mient offices in particular. The law stipulates that the language of instruc-
tion at the university is Arabic, but it adds that another language may be
used if need be. The law also stipulates that while another language is
used for instruction, attempts should be made towards Arabicization.
}iowever. The exception has become the rule. This model has been well
developed without any concious planning and it is still widely in use.

2. Ex-colonial status university model.

This model is prevalent in Arab countries where there is still strong British
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foreign language proficiency through which most if not all the elite faculties
teach. The second problem is that with globalization and its powerful lan-
guage spread, English at the work place, higher education has been under-
going challenging changes. One major change is that higher education does
not have to address social expectations or the quest for knowledge: two
objectives that shaped the university in the past. Rather, it has to address the
needs of the job market “which is a given” . Farag finally asserts that ““an
invisible hand adjusts development goals to the market which is no longer
national but globalized™.

As a result and a consequence of the power exerted by the English language
on Arab societies, a number of patterns for English language use in higher
educational institutions in the Arab World have emerged. The type of each of
these patterns is again dependent on a host of variables most important of
which are non-linguistic but political, economic and even military. When we
talk about higher education in the Arab World, we are talking about a big
number of institutions of different kinds. According to recent UNESCO sta-
tistics (quoted by Rugh 2002), there are 175 universities, 140 university col-
leges, 13 Islamic universities and a number of technical colleges in the 22
member states of the Arab League. A university offers undergraduate and
graduate degrees, a university college focuses on one discipline and gives
only an undergraduate degree, community colleges offer a two to three year
diploma. and an Islamic university is where there is a religious curriculum.
Universities in the Arab world vary considerably in size with Egyptian uni-
versities having the highest numbers which may reach 100000 students each,
and gulf universities having the lower numbers. In the following section, |
will identify and discuss some of these patterns of language use in major
Arab educational institutions specially those where there is an
Arabic/English rivalry. These patterns, of course, exclude those universities
which have opted to use Arabic as the sole language of instruction for all the
subjects taught in the university and that situation is particularly applicable
to Syria.

1. The “accommodation’ pattern.

The writer (Zughoul 2001) discussed in detail the conflicts between Arabic
and English as languages of instruction in higher education in the Jordanian
case which is not too different from the situation in other Arab countries. The
university scene has been witnessing a sharp conflict between the use of
English staunchly supported by an unstated language planning policy, by an
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etting into the details of these aspects of the relationship of America
yith the Arab countries is out of the scope of this paper, but the point of
nvoluntary” use of English should be borne in mind in any discussion of
the power of English.

3. Students have started to realize that knowledge of English is not only a
gate to a better future, but also an instrument of educational, occupation-
and social mobility at the national level. They also have started to real-
ize that the Arabian Gulf job market, an attractive and thriving market, not
only considers knowledge of English as an asset but insists, in the over-
helming majority of the cases of job vacancies on a reasonable com-
and of English as a prerequisite for most of the jobs available. A scanty
look at the job advertisements in Jordanian papers and in the Gulf media
ould reveal right away how instrumental English is for the jobs adver-
tised. It can be safely stated to say that in some Gulf Arab countries, it is
lt‘erally impossible to get even a medium level job without good knowl-
edge of English.
|

4. The majority of the university students suffer from low levels of compe-
tence to the point that some of them are false beginners after years of
instruction at school.. This particularly applies to the graduates of the

blic school system, and more specifically, those graduates who were

t so lucky to be in urban areas. The standards of that majority contrast

sharply with the standards of those who came from private schools focus-

ing on the teaching of foreign languages or teach through the medium of

 foreign language. This is the case in most of the Arab countries where
nglish is taught as a foreign language.

It is worth adding in this connection that the new role of English deriving
from the power it has achieved in the Arab world has created new problems
of “equity” and has contributed to a radical change in the perception of high-
er education and the role of the Arab university. These two problems were
higl%lightcd by Farag (2000) in the Egyptian context which is not any differ-
ent E‘rom other Arab countries. Studies on the socio-economic backgrounds
of public university students in Egypt has shown that in spite of the fact that
higher education is free, most of the students in the “high status”, “presti-
gious” or “elite” faculties - information technology, engineering, medicine -
are students who attended private schools and were able to do well in their
secondary exams. These students come from the economic and cultur-

lite of the country. They are also at a linguistic advantage because of their
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tional experience. Graddol concludes that “long before the handover of Hong
Kong to the People’s Republic of China, there was a strong support for the
idea of using Chinese in as a medium of instruction™.

SOME PATTERNS OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE VS. ARABIC USE

English is still highly maintained and even expanding in certain domains in
Arab societies. This situation has become much more visible of late than ear-
lier. The growth in the use of English in some Arab societies has become syn-
onymous with “development”™ at large. This is specially applicable to the
Arabian Gulf states, Egypt, Syria and Jordan. At the level of higher educa-
tion, several patterns of English language use as a medium of instruction can
be identified. It is worth stating some major policy guidelines before talking
about these patterns.

I. It is a fact that the overwhelming majority of faculty members at Higher
educational institutions in the Arab region are graduates of English speak-
ing universities. In North Africa , most of the faculty are graduates of
French speaking universities with a shift of advanced degree training to
English speaking countries. This is specifically true in the schools of sci-
ence, engineering, medicine and business. In Jordan, for example, British
and American training remains a strong asset for prospective faculty
members and active scholarship programs sending Jordanian students for
higher degrees in British and American universities are highly maintained
by most Jordanian universities.

2. It is also a fact that the administration of universities in the region look for-
ward to a bigger share for English as the language of instruction special-
ly in the schools specified in the previous section. In fact, this university
policy must be a reflection of an “unwritten policy™ at the higher levels of
government. The introduction of foreign language programs in Egyptian
universities allowing students from private schools to follow an academic
specialization in English or French attests to the fact that there is an
unwritten policy favoring this trend. The fact that there is a lot of insis-
tence on the use of English in Jordanian universities, even unnecessarily
in some cases (see Zughoul 1987) supports that kind of assumption. This
trend represents bowing to American pressures which take different forms
in different Arab countries with emphasis on military presence, wide scale
economic domination and development of educational and cultural ties.
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rminology is not the essence of the problem. ... The problem is the lan-
ghiage of instruction in that it is the learner’s means of communication,
comprehension, expression and also in thought and imagination. the call
for Arabicization should not be motivated only by our pride in our nation-
language, but it should also be motivated by the fact that Arabicization
ould help us avoid the serious dangers threatening university education
d leading to superficiality , shallowness and the deprivation of the stu-
nt from his proper understanding and comprehension of what he is
l¢arning in a foreign language. This deprivation leads him to rote memo-

zation of what he is learning without understanding. [Translation mine].

It hds been my experience at many Arab universities where you see even First
yeat students who have serious problems with the basics of English and who
canfnot pass English 101 easily struggling with standard American and
British textbooks for their 101 courses in Business or Science. How much
canla student with a pitifully low competence in English make out of that
textbook?

A major question is often raised regarding the quality of education in rela-
tion to the use of English. In other words, is the use of English in higher edu-
catibn in the Arab region an asset to the educational system as far as the qual-
ity of education is concerned or a weakness that adds to lowering the present
standards? Graddol (1997:8) asserts that tertiary education is one of the
international domains of English. Graddol also asserts that in post-colonial
countries, English medium education has become one of the mechanisms of
distributing social and economic power. But the major problem in these
countries now is that wherever the proficiency of the teachers in English is
not satisfactory and the students have little chances to practice their English
in their communities -which is the case for most Arab students—, aspirant

case, English medium education is accused of “undermining educational
provision and encouraging educational mediocrity amongst aspirant, non-
elite groups™. Graddol gave the specific case of Hong Kong as an example of

though English was instated as the language of the legislative executive
branches, the 1991 census showed that only 2.2% spoke English as their
usual language and 88.7% spoke Cantonese and 10.3% spoke other Chinese
dialects.

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instruction was Arabic and the the faculty members were all Arabs. Up to
now, the school of medicine in Damascus and the later established schools of
medicine in Aleppo and Latagia have been teaching medicine in Arabic, with
a growing number of reference books and journals written in Arabic.

Towards the end of this section, three major points in relation to the
Arbicization drive should be made clear. First, Arabicization has long been
realized as an issue with a very large political margin into it. In fact,
Arabicization is more of a political than a technical decision regarding the
creation of terminology. It is very difficult to get to the politics of
Arabicization in this article but the question may always be raised as to why
it has been a success in Syria and why Syrian universities have had a tradi-
tion of teaching all specialties through the medium of Arabic (see Murtadha
1997 for a revealing evaluation of the Syrian experience in the teaching of
Medicine in Arabic at the schools of Medicine in Syrian universities for the
last seventy five years)

Second, Arabicization in its wider perspective, for political reasons stem-
ming from the superordinate concept of power in its different dimensions,
does not seem to place high on the agendas of the Arab governments. They
have been giving the cause of Arabicization a lot of lip service to please the
public, silence opposition and focus on more urgent matters related to keep-
ing the power of the ruling elites in the Arab world. The proceedings of con-
ferences on Arabicization, the recommendations of meetings, symposia and
seminars at the highest levels in the Arab world are repeated as slogans and
rarely put to application in the field It is interesting to examine the recom-
mendations of the sixty fifth Annual Conference of the Arabic Language
Academy in Egypt (1999) and see how striking to note that these recom-
mendations have been reiterated for the last forty years and they have never
been implemented. Though these Arabic language academies are official
bodies sponsored by Arab governments, there is no evidence that these acad-
emies have ever been consulted on the language policies in higher education.,

Third, Arabicization is no doubt a major intervening variable in the quality
of education in general; a point less emphasized in Arabicization circles and
completely neglected by educational planners and decision makers in the
country. This issue was very well delineated by S. Al-Shawi (1994) in a
paper given at a Conference of Ministers in Charge of Higher Education in
the Arab World and held in Algeria in 1981. Al-Shawi, secretary general of
the union of Arab universities then, affirms that

absence of freedom of thought. It is difficult to be creative in an atmosphere
of political suppression.

The question to be raised in this connection is whether the availability of ter-
minology in a certain field justifies teaching it in Arabic at an Arab universi-
ty.

In 1898, the directorship of the School of
icine was taken by an Englishman whose first decision was to change

icine in the Arab region was established in the Syrian Protestant College
banon one year after its foundation and specifically in 1867. The
ngelists, who were competing with Jesuits in Lebanon, taught medicine
in the College in Arabic, but they used a different approach to solve the lan-
gudage problem. They selected a number of missionaries who learned Arabic
to teach in the school. The same missionaries wrote a number of books in
meglicine in Arabic. As a result of a heated debate among those running the
Sytian Protestant College in 1882, it was decided to replace Arabic with
English as a language of instruction in the College. The Jesuits established a
school of medicine with French as the language of instruction. In 1919, the
first school of medicine was established in Damscus, Syria. The language of
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Arabicize 28000 communications term was established in Rabat under the
supervision of the United Nations Program for Development, the
International Communications Union in collaboration with Arab
Communications Union.

These efforts are monumental, sincere, and have been no doubt fruitful in
producing, coining and translating a staggering number of terms in various
disciplines, fields of study and sectors of practical every day experiences.
Some of the projects undertaken have been systematically worked out and
continued despite impediments. A project worth pointing out as an example
in connection with the language of higher education is the ambitious and
large scale project of translating the most widely used science textbooks in
the areas of Mathematics, Biology, Physics, Algebra, Geology and
Chemistry undertaken by The Jordanian Academy of Arabic. The textbooks
for the first university year were completed and field tested while work is
still going on the textbooks for the rest of the four BS program. (for a
detailed discussion of this project, see Khalifa 1987).

Despite this enormous undertaking by all these bodies, local, national and
international organizations, academies, societies, research institutes, acade-
mic departments and individuals, I can safely conclude that the Arabicization
drive has NOT been a success. It has a very long way to go and it has many
problems to overcome. This has been the impression of a number of
researchers. In an article entitled “Why the Arabicization movement is stum-
bling”, for example, Jabr 1996 in the most specialized journal in the field of
Arabicization called Arabicization, numerates five reasons why the move-
ment is stumbling. These are the low levels of coordination, lack of follow
up, the delays in coining new terms and the lag of the field of terminology
behind technological development, the fact that the information revolution is
getting out of control and finally the unsystematic ways of communicating
with the outside world. In a recent article examining the capabilities of
Arabic to comprehend, contain and establish itself as a language of science,
Al-Faisal (2002: 273-276) points out three major reasons why Arabic is hav-
ing difficulties. These three reasons as the write herself says are not neces-
sarily linguistic; they are political. The first is hanging on to foreign lan-
guages and justifying the teaching of the sciences in a foreign language even
at the school level, mainly because science is written in foreign languages
that need to be learned. Al-Faisal (2002: 73-74) gives the examples of the re-
establishment of the Korean language after sixty years of Japanese rule, the
re-establishment of Chinese after the success of the revolution in 1949 and
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zawi (1986:12-14) numerates some of these existing organizations
i¢ch extend throughout the Arab world. These have included

Institutes and Research Departments and these have included the
PDepartment of Linguistics in the Institute for Economic and Social stud-
ies in Tunisia, The Institute for Research and Studies on Arabicization in
dabat and the Institute for Phonetic and Phonological Studies in Algeria.

This Bureau has been
extremely active in coining and standardizing terminology in various
fields of knowledge (Hamzawi 1986 reports that up to the year 1981, this
Bureau has coined, unified and standardized terms in 20 different disci-
plines which amounted to 67061 terms.

Different unions which have included The Scientific Arab Union estab-
Ished in 1954, the Union of Arab Universities established in 1960, the
Jnion of the Academies of Arabic established in 1970 and the Union of
Research Councils established in 1975.

These, according to Al-Hamzaawi 1986) have included The Arab
Regional Office for Research and Documentation in Social sciences and the
Center for Information and Documentation of the general Secretariat of the
Arab League. In the area of computer processing of terminology , reference
can/be made to the Arab League’s Center of Information and Documentation
and the regional offices in different Arab countries.. In the area of specifica-
tions and measurement, reference can be made to the Arab Organization of
Unified specifications and Measurement stationed in Amman. These same
effarts have been also supported by international organizations. In the area
of $tandardization for example, the huge project called RAP intended to

between “official language policy and unofficial language practice”. The lan-
guage question in Algeria touches the issues of ideology, identity, cultural
and political orientation. Another major issue on the Algerian scene is the
debate over the projected role of English and its teaching and rivalry with
French in the Algerian educational system. Werenfels (2002:3) puts this
struggle as follows:

The country’s Islamist parties insist that, given the fact of globaliza-
tion, it is more important to introduce early English instruction than
French. This has earned them the charge of conducting a hidden cam-
paign against French. But that proposal also has its purely pragmatic
reasons. The anglophone direction is a still unoccupied niche in the
labor market; those who are fluent in English and have good academ-
ic credentials are accorded a warm welcome in the private sector.

In the eastern part of the Arab world, it has been considered an issue of
Arabicization, maximizing the use of Arabic. The French occupation of Arab
North Africa targetted the Frenchization, assimilation and complete change
of the identity including the language and the religion of the population.
Algeria in particular is a case in point. It was only the Algerian revolution -
the most prominent revolution of this century, that drove the French out of
Algeria. The colonization of the Eastern part of the Arab World was much
less costly in human terms, even when done by the French themselves
(Syria). The problem of the Arab Islamic identity of this part of the Arab
World emerged unharmed in the postcolonial era. But, the problem of wide
foreign language use remained to be dealt with specially in education.

It is paradoxical to notice that the issue of Arabicization in the Eastern side
of the Arab World came to the fore in greater intensity way after the inde-
pendence of most Arab countries from their Western colonizers. In fact it was
assumed that the use of Arabic as a medium of instruction at the university
level should be taken for granted and that was the case in Jordan, Iraq, and
Egypt till the 1970s. There has always been strong calls towards
Arabicization and enriching the Arabic language and equipping it with the
terminology to cover the new developments in technology and industry in the
modern age. A lot of thinking has been directed towards coining, translating
and deriving an ever increasing number of terms in different fields of knowl-
edge. Several organizations at the local, national and international levels
have been established to meet the drive for Arabicization of knowledge.

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though they are used interchangeably by many writers. Arabization is a term
derived from the word “Arab”, and it has been used in Arab North Africa to
stres$ the “identity”, “culture” or the “reassertion of Arab Muslim identity™.
It is also used as a countermeasure to what can be termed as “Westernization,
alienation and divided loyalties™. The term had its roots in modern use in the
post¢olonial era specially in Arab North Africa. The term “Arabicization”, on
the ather hand is derived from Arabic, the language and it refers to expand-
ing the use of Arabic to replace the use of foreign languages. Arabization
started as an extremely vigorous movement adopted by the Arab North
Afri¢an countries to bolster independence, Muslim Arab identity and sover-
eignty. Despite the numerous problems it faced and it has been facing, it has
achieved miraculous results and has still some more to achieve specially in
Algeria, Tunisia and Morocco. Arabization has to deal with the
French/Arabic rivalries in its beginnings and with French/Arabic/ English
rivalries more recently. The biggest achievements of Arabization have been
in the areas of education and government administration. It has reached a
stage in the three countries where most of the basic education and secondary
educgation stages are conducted in Arabic with scientific subjects taught in
French. In the universities, the school of humanities have been Arabized.
Thete is what Daoud (2000:215) calls “indecisiveness™ in the Arabicization
drive. but it is steadily moving forward. The ideological argument for
Arabization has been well formulated by Jourchi (2001:3) as quoted by
Daoud (2000:216) as follows.

e issue of Arabization in the Arab Maghreb continues to be raised with
intensity in political and cultural circles, so much so that a Tunisian mag-
ine called it “the mother of battles™. It is not simply a language issue,
it a political, cultural, and economic one that has strategic implications
lated to the balance of power and local and regional equilibrium.

drive, asserts Daoud (2000:217) , in reaction to the criticism leveled
st the election campaign by the French media led to shutting down the

drive in Algeria varies in intensity because Algeria is the one country in
Arab North Africa with the most burdensome legacy of French colonialism.
It has made giant strides on the way to Arabization. However, the language
conflict has not been wholly resolved in Algeria, and according to Werenfels
(2002), there is a strong “veiled struggle for power and position” among the
groups of Arabic speakers and Francophones. There are also conflicts
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starting at the 5th Elementary Grade at the age of 11-12. It is to be stated here
that this kind of decision was first taken in Kuwait after the Gulf war and
then implemented in the Gulf States after that. Later it was to be implement-
ed in Jordan. On the surface, this decision looks to be a routine state of
affairs; it is not and the teaching of English at this early age at such a wide
scale will have its psychological, political, educational and cultural reper-
cussions on the child, the society and the state

THE POWER OF LANGUAGE AND THE LANGUAGE OF POWER
IN HIGHER EDUCATION

Because of the power of English and because English is a language of power
and despite the strong calls for Arabicization and the stronger call for the
institution of Arabic as the sole language of communication in Arab coun-
tries, English remains extensively used in Arab universities as the language
of instruction. . In fact, because the power of English exerted on decision
makers and “real” language planners in the Arab World and in Third World
countries, it does not take a keen observer to realize the advocacy of an
extensive use of native languages vs. English to be no more than lip service
to the native languages (see Abbas 1993). The role of English in the Arabian
Gulf States, Jordan, Egypt, and the growing role of the language in Arab
North Africa is a strong indicator of the power behind the English language
and what Said (1979) called “the strength of Western cultural discourse, a
strength too often mistaken as merely decorative or superstructural™.

ARABICIZATION, ARABIZATION AND HIGHER EDUCATION

Any discussion of the language of power and the power of language in high-
er education would be incomplete without shedding some light on the
Arabicization/Arabization movement, the movement which has been trying
to maximize the use of Arabic with a view to having it replace the use of
other foreign languages in the public domain specially in the areas of educa-
tion. As Wright (2001) rightly maintains, the public domain is unitary in the
sense that “the space occupied by one language ousts another. One language
in the lecture hall precludes another. One language in the radio broadcast
replaces another. One language on the hustings means that another is omit-
ted. Language can be used sequentially in the same space; they cannot be
used concurrently. Language choice is ultimately a zero-sum game.”

The two terms Arabicization and Arabization are not really synonymous,
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gyptian identity.... On the other hand, the continued encroachment of
nglish on the prestigious realms of language use in business, com-
erce, and academia - bolstered now by online communications -
ould be viewed as a threat to the national language and values.

Such conclusions echo the earlier work of Wiliam Wilcox, the British irriga-
tion engineer turned linguist and his crusade, for obvious reasons related to
cultural imperialism, referred to in Said (1980) and Zughoul (1980, 2002a,).

In a very interesting paper entitled “The Culture of Liberty” on the topic of

globalization, Llosa (200), a Spanish novelist and author flatly asserts that
North American culture, i.e. that of the US will impose itself “standardizing
the/ world and annihilating its rich flora of diverse cultures” Peoples will lose
-'urr identity, their soul and will become no more than 2lst century
colonies™. This new “imperialism” will not only rule over the planet with its
military might, capital and scientific knowledge, but “will impose on others
its language and its ways of thinking, believing, enjoying and dreaming”.
Interestingly enough, Llosa (2000:1-2) strongly defends globalization on the
graunds that it does not suffocate local cultures, but it liberates them from
the “ideological conformity of nationalism”. He strongly resents the hatred
and rancor towards the North American giant and the “notorious™ French
campaigns in defense of French cultural identity”. The fear that the soil that
produced “Montaigne, Descartes, Racine, and Baudelaire — and a country
that was long the arbiter of fashion in clothing, thought, art, dining, and in
alll domains of the spirit-can be invaded by McDonald’s, Pizza Hut,
tucky Fried Chicken, rock, rap, Hollywood movies, blue-jeans, sneakers
and T-shirts™ has resulted in massive French subsidies for the local film
industry , application of quotas on films to be shown and fines on publicity
anpouncements using Anglicisms.

Other variables that are very often ignored in the discussion of the spread of

“literacy language”, Warschaur means the High (H) variety of Arabic in con-
trast with the spoken dialect or the Low (L) variety in Ferguson’s (1959)
diglossia article. Warschaur may not have been aware of so many interven-
ing variables in the issue of the use of Classical Arabic in Egypt as well as
in other Arab countries. These variables were addressed by Zughoul (1980,
2002a, 2002b)

In this age of informationalism, Economic and social globalization conjoined
with the rapid diffusion of the internet, according to Crystal (1997), creates
strong demand for an international lingua franca and this situation furthers
the demand on English as a global language. Some writers have jumped to
conclusions that have some dangerous implications related to identity and
language power. Haeri (1996, 1997), a sociolinguist interested in language
and power in Egypt (quoted by Warschauer 2002) jumps to the conclusion
that the ties of the Egyptian elite to Classical Arabic, the H variety, are not
particularly strong because of a number of factors relating to the elite’s
involvement in jobs demanding the use of English, their immersion in private
and foreign language education, their involvement in occupations demand-
ing the use of Egyptian Arabic rether than Classical Arabic (movie and stage
acting rather than government jobs). Haeri adds one more factor which is
“the elite’s “distance from Islamic fundamentalism™ I his interpretation of
Haer’s work in the context of his own research on “globalization and identi-
ty, Warschauer (2002:14) concludes

In this context, it is not unlikely that the advent of the internet could be
one factor, together other socioeconomic changes (globalization) that
contributes toward a shift from the traditional diglossia in Egypt to
increased multilingualism, with both English (from “above”) and
Egyptian Arabic (from “below™ )encroaching on the traditional domi-
nance of Classical Arabic in written communication. If this were the
case, it could be one expression of a strengthening of global (English
language dominant) networks in Egypt, as well as local (Egyptian)
identities, with a corresponding weakening of more “traditional”
sources of identity, such as (Arab) nationalism.

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xiv). The intrinsic power of English is a myth that has not been expressed by
some chauvinists as shown earlier, but even by some well known authorities
in English linguistics. Chief among those is the influential linguist Otto
Jesperson (1905:234) who claims that:

It must be a source of gratification to mankind that the tongue spoken
by the two greatest powers of the world is so noble, so rich, so pliant,
so expressive, and so interesting.

The same sentiments are shared by Baget (1930:80), Strevens (1980:85),
Wardhaugh (1987:15), Crystal (1985) and many others (see phillipson
1992:277-78). These arguments and similar ones are dismissed by Coulmas
(1992: 263) as generalizations that lack scientism and as expressions of
imperialistic arrogance. In a chapter on ‘The Unspoken Curriculum”, Holly
(in Harrison 1990;16-18) affirms that all “imperial * languages had “fake”
linguistic claims made for their eminence. Historically speaking, Latin was
claimed * to have a superior logical structure that trained the mind in clear
thinking”. Holly draws the similarities between Latin and English asserting
that when Latin was the first language of an Italian military elite, it became
the second language of a cultural, social and religious elite. Its “imperious-
ness” drew from its nonavailability to the masses but “ ‘coterie of learned
males” and that is the case for English now. .

The English - extrinsic arguments are always linked to the staggering costs
to building equivalent resources in other languages. These resources of
English “what English has™ are always glorified in comparison to other lan-
guages especially in other Third World countries. Phillipson (1992: 279)
summarizes these arguments as follows:

It is an incontrovertible fact that English has a lot of resources and there
are clear historical reasons for this being so. The structural power of
English has generated English-extrinsic resources, just as the English-
extrinsic resources have consolidated the structural power of English

The structural power refers to what English does at the local, national and
international levels. This power relates to the relationship between English
and social, occupational and educational mobility especially in the Outer and
Expanding Circles.

ceding section. The attitudinal parameter reflects the “positive” ideas of for-
eign language learners worldwide towards English and English language
learning. In the Arab world, attitudinal studies conducted on English and
English language learning have always reflected the awareness of the learn-
ers of the “instrumentality” of English in job finding, education and a mark-
er of prestige. The problem with the attitudes towards English in different
parts of the world, as Phillipson (1992: 281-282) points out is that all the
labels ascribed to English in political and academic discourse are invariably
positive on one hand and imply that other languages either lack these ascrip-
tions or are inferior to English. Phillipson lists some of these labels in the fol-
lowing table (Table 2) and quotes another table (Table 3) brought together by
Kachru (1986).

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Grdddol (2001), based on analyses of demographical statistics, global trends
in world economy and world technology and based in his earlier work for the
British Council (Graddol 1997), predicted that this spread will continue in
the|2Ist century. The difference , however, is that the speakers of English as
a s¢cond/foreign/additional language will outnumber those speaking English
as a first language.

The second parameter is what he called the “functional”. It refers to the
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distancing from native cultures (civilizing process), acquisition of various
spheres of knowledge (medium of science and literature), Vehicle of prag-
matic success, marker of modernization and master’s code of control
(English introduced so that other people serve the English).

Based on Focault’s analysis of power, Kachru (1986: 130-132) defined what
he called the “parameters” of power of English. These parameters tend to be
used partly or wholly in most attempts to explain the power of English by
different sociolinguists, historians or English specialists. The first parameter
is the demographic and numerical. It concerns the unprecedented spread of
English across languages and cultures all over the world.. This spread has
given English the following five main privileges outlined by Coulmas
(1992:263-4) depending partly on the work of MaCallen 1989:12-20). The
spread of English is attested by the following five trends, privileges or phe-
nomena.

1. English is the most taught foreign language all over the world, and it is the
most preferred lingua franca in international circles. It is also in more con-
tact with more languages than any other language in the world.

2. The contact of English with other languages has produced more pidgins
than any other contact of any other foreign language with other languages
of the world.

. Over the last 50 years, English has become the best known source of bor-
rowing and loanwords for other languages in the world. English has been
shown as the most important loaning language.

4. In Third World countries, English is the language of “higher communica-
tion” in the fields of science and technology , government and the law. In
industrialized countries, English is reserved for special and specialized
patterns of communication in science and technology on one hand and in
finance and tourism on the other. English has become an integral part of
the communicative functions in Swedish corporations, lecture halls in
Dutch universities, stock markets in Zurich and research laboratories in
France.

5. English is the target of linguistic change and transformation in language
communities all over the world.

Related to Macallen’s work as outlined above is the work of Graddol
(1997:8-10) who outlines 12 international “domains™ of English. These
domains are really interesting for they are often quoted by different scholars
without the documentation of the details provided and quantified by Graddol
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dire¢tly to Mackey’s model on one hand and to Kachru’s interpretation of
Focault's concept of power. Depending on the work of Lukes (1974, 1986)
and the work of Galbraith (1984), De Kadt distinguishes between the overt
and covert manifestations of the power of language despite the fact that it is
difficult to mark the boundaries between the two. Overtly, linguistic power
manafests itself in two ways: pragmatic and symbolic. The pragmatic mani-
festation refers to the extent to which language has power as a means of com-
murication. For a language to attain this kind of power. its speakers are sup-
posed to have significant economic and political power so that their language
willlbe for public purposes and not be restricted to the private sphere for the
private sphere is of “little moment from the point of view of pragmatic
power”.

One asks a number of questions in
tion to Focault’s conception of power most important of which those that
te to the “ultimate destination” of power at its extremities, the aim of
e who possess power, the network of power (power in Focault's view cir-
tes and sometimes functions only in the form of a chain), the agents of
power and the ideological productions of power. With specific reference to
English, Kachru (1986 :128-130) discusses language spread and motivations
for the acquisition of power to include enlightenment in a religious sense
(Christianization), marker of the civilizing process (culture, Westernization),
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three indicators that can be used to quantify this variable, namely, the total
number of speakers, the per capita income of the country, and the relative
advancement of the country/countries speaking this language. Dispersion
indicates the geographical spread of the language. Mobility refers to the
number of citizens in a country visiting other countries and what distance is
crossed each year. Economy refers to the economic production of the coun-
try concerned. The ideology factor refers to whether the language is used as
a medium of an ideology/religion. Finally, the culture factor indicates the
number of books published in the language concerned. The language attrac-
tion variable includes the status attraction factor (prestige), territorial attrac-
tion (geographical), and interlingual attraction (distance). The language pres-
sure variable includes the factors of behavioral traits and the concept of
acculturation. These variables of geolinguistic adequacy can be neatly sum-
marized in the following table.

Gunarwan (2001), for example, used Mackey’s criteria to compare Malay, a
language spoken in the Malay archipelago, with English and concluded that
English outdoes Malay on most of the variables and their factors concluding
by advocating the use of English in Indonesia as a language of wider com-
munication (LWC) especially at the tertiary education level.

TRADITIONAL CONCEPTION OF POWER: LUKES AND GALBRAITH

De Kadt (1993) delineates the traditional concept of power which relates

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tion, the media, science and business and industry. The Dictionaire des angli-
cismes lists 2260 English words in use. These words found their way to Petit
Largusse and an increasing number is being added to the Dictionnaire de
Franglais. Eighty seven (87%) percent of the French students choose to
study English as their first foreign language despite the French policy of
seeKing to “downgrade English in order to lend support to the teaching of
Arabic and Portuguese™ at one time. French companies provide English lan-
guage training to a good number of their employees. Lamy ((1996:34) gives
the éxample of IBM France whose 20 thousand employees use English as the
language of work. In media, the use of English is “entrenched”, in television,
the French viewer receives a “relatively heavy dose of English in the course
of His evening viewing . The average “telespectateur” is exposed to approx-
imately one English word every 3.5 minutes during prime time program-
ming”. English also has a widespread use in academic publications, scientif-
ic colloquia and other forms of scientific communication. The use of English
in ihdustry and business is well attested by the implantation of foreign spe-
cialists in French industry, the high demand for English in business and the
popularity of English in the labor market.

4. CONCEPTUALIZATION OF POWER

In this section, I will examine scholarly work on the power of language in
general and with application to English in particular starting with Mackey’s
model then Lukes’ and Galbraith’s models. Then, I will examine the absolute
concept of power and its application to English relying on the outstanding
work of the contemporary philosopher Michel Foucault (1980 ) in his analy-
sis|of power as interpreted by Kachru (1986) and on the work of Galtung
(1980) as interpreted by Phillipson (1992: 271-299).

MACKEY'S MODEL

One of the earliest references to and works on the power of language in the
literature is the work of Mackey (1973) in which he introduced and discussed
the concept of “geolinguistic adequacy” where he posits that languages have
different “forces”. He argues that the force of a language is the function of
theee main variables, namely, language power, language attraction and lan-
gupge pressure. The three variables, in fact, can be considered the main
ingredients of the power of language as intended in this paper. The first vari-
able, language power, has six indicators which include demography, disper-
sign, mobility, economy, ideology and culture. Demography, to Mackey, has
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try paralleled, in the words of Bahloul (2000:8) to a “tenth Crusade” starting
in 1987 -2000 targeting “Anglifying Carthage”. Bahloul quotes a recent arti-
cle written by Keith Walters (1998) in which he tries to identify the “symp-
toms of an epidemic that threatens to tear apart the entire linguistic fabric of
Tunisian society”. These symptoms are clear in the area of English broadcast
media where more English programs are incorporated into the International
Service of Tunis Radio, presence of English in code-switched utterances and
the growing popularity of English language music programs. In the area of
the written press, two English newspapers have appeared in Tunisia in the
1990s. Bill-board, newspaper and other forms of promotional advertising use
English. More importantly is the “English surge” at Tunisians schools and
universities. More students are specializing in English than in French at
Tunisian universities. French has already lost a lot of ground for English in
Tunisia and it is projected that it will lose more. French has also been in a
very strong rivalry with Arabic in Tunisia and more French territory in lan-
guage use specially in education and administration are being taken by
Arabic as will be shown later.

It is not only in Arab North Africa that French is ceding its status, use and
prestige as a lingua franca to English. The decline of French as a lingua
Franca started right or even before the Fashoda incident referred to earlier in
this paper. It is worth noting in this connection that Flaitz (1988: 4-5), in her
study of French perceptions of English as a world language, flatly states that
“France’s claim as la grande nation and its language as la langue des Deieux
. however, have for sometime begun to ring empty to the rest of the world”.
France, according to Flaitz, has lost considerable ground over the last two
hundred years. Several factors helped this decline including France’s soaring
debts to ensure its supermacy, the growth of Germany and her power, the ris-
ing fortunes of the United States, loss of territory in Canada for the British
in 1736, selling of Louisiana to the US in 1803, defeat in the Franco-Prussian
war in 1870-71 and defeat and siege by Nazi German forces in the second
world war. Flaitz (1988:5) concludes that as a result of all these factors,
France had been “dethroned” and the French colonies “the cries of “francais,
langue d’esclave” could be heard. The French language “declined in value
and prestige accordingly”.

In her field work, Flaitz (1988: 59-120) found out that the spread of English
in France itself, a country that acts as a leader in “struggle against linguistic
colonization”, is “profound” in depth and scope. She concludes that the
spread of English in France is most apparent in language borrowing, educa-
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In a key-note speech to the same conference, Guedira . the Wali (Governor)
of Rabat Sale (in Alboustani 1999) makes a very strong case for the teaching
of English in Morocco. Guedira believes that Moroccans whether they are in
government, in business or simply as individuals need to know English.
Offigials traveling throughout the world for bilateral talks or to attend meet-
ings ineed to communicate in English. In international diplomacy, Guedira
maintains that in the United Nation Centers in New York and Geneva,
English is the working language “despite the efforts of some other countries
(for example France) to impose their languages”. When a Moroccan govern-
official meets his Mexican, German or Chinese counterpart they speak
ish or use an interpreter and “whatever the proficiency of the latter, the
rsation loses much in warmth, and sometimes in subtlety”.

ase for the use of English in and for business and international trade is
stronger. Guedira maintains

As far as business is concerned, you cannot perform well in a global
c#onomy without a good knowledge of English. Morocco was far
hind as an exporter because our businessmen didn’t speak English and
their only market was France. The same applies to our tourist industry,
our promoters didn’t speak English, nor did the staff in the hotels, and
our brochures were in French only, or in very approximate English.

As individuals, Guedira asserts that Moroccans can miss a lot of the world’s
diversity if they do not speak English. He gives an example of his own per-
son ¢ he traveled to more than sixty countries throughout the world and he
could not have done so without being able to speak English.

Daoud (2000) described the role of French in Tunisia showing “the firm
foothold™ it had in the country’s educational and administrative systems as
well as in everyday use. Daoud goes on to state that French “is so rooted in
the §ocioeconomic fabric that it is considered necessary for succeeding at the
simplest job or running a neighborhood grocery”. In education, despite the
&lI‘O%Q moves toward Arabization as will be shown later, French is still used

in Basic and Secondary education as well as in vocational training and most
university specialties. The language, according to Daoud (2000:212) is pro-

English has not existed comfortably with other national and official lan-
guages in other countries even when it was instated as the sole official lan-
guage in those countries because of its pre-colonial status and acclaimed role
of “unifying” these countries after independence. Emenyonu (1989) shows
how the language policy in Nigeria (the most populous African country) did
highlight the importance of indigenous languages (which total 400 lan-
guages, most important of which are nine chosen for education: Hausa, Ibo,
Yoruba, Edo, Efik, Fulfulde, ljo, Kanuri and Tiv) in education but failed to
advocate the replacement of English as the official language in the country.
Instead, the language policy in Nigeria “prescribes an ambiguous and uneasy
co-existence”. The same thing applies to the role of English in Zambia
(Serpell 1989:94) and to some extent in Malaysia (see Watson 1984). Englih
has had real problems co-existing with local languages in India and Pakistan
also.

3. FRENCH GIVING WAY TO ENGLISH IN THE ARAB REGION

Third, English is getting more entrenched and French is giving up a lot of ter-
ritory for English in Arab North Africa. Morocco is a case in point where this
shift seems to be a government policy despite the strongest of ties between
the Arab North African countries and France. Addressing the Moroccan
Association of Teachers of English (MATE) , the Moroccan Minister of
Education represented by the Secretary General of the Ministry (in
Alboustani et al 1999) states that

The linguistic policy of the Ministry of National Education which aims
to strengthen the teaching of foreign languages in parallel with the con-
solidation of the Arabic language is the corner stone of our education-
al system. The teaching of foreign languages in general and ENGLISH
IN PARTICULAR [emphasis mine] is necessary for Africa and the
Mediterranean Basin to continue to be open onto the outside world,
onto other cultures and civilizations.... It is with this perspective that
the Ministry of Education introduced during the present school year
the teaching of English as an option from the first year of the secondary
school education. Moreover, the teaching of English is not only impart-
ed merely as a functional and practical foreign language but with all its
linguistic [aspects], culture and civilization.
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ds to strengthen themselves and their technologies, to ultimately be
le to overpower the West. In the meantime, expanding neo-classical
rabic to make it the equal of the cultural international languages of the
odern life they are constantly reading and learning about.

Gallapher (1968: 146) posed a question regarding the status of foreign lan-
guages in comparison to Arabic and raised the issue if Western languages can
co-@xist with Arabic without radical changes in the ties of Arabic to Islam.
In his own words:

Can a foreign language representing an impersonal, secular, unbeliev-
ing way of life co-exist with one fundamentally opposed to it in ethic
provided that the crosslinkage of the latter with its religious foundation
remains as reasonably strong as it is today?

... By the eleventh century Arabic had not become only the chief idiom
of everyday use from Persia to the Pyrenees, but also the chief instru-
ment of culture, superceding old culture languages like Coptic, Aramaic,
Greek and Latin. As the Arabic language spread, the distinction between
the Arab concquerors and Arabised conquered faded into relative
insignificance. ... Even beyond the vast areas that were permanently
Arabised, Arabic exercised a tremendous influence on other Muslim lan-
guages. Muslim Persian and Turkish, and later also Urdu, Malay, and
Swahili, are new languages written in the Arabic script and including an
enormous Arabic vocabulary, as great as the Greek and Latin elements
in English and covering the whole world of concepts and ideas.

It is generally true that Arabs and Muslims tend to believe in the superiority
of Arabic to other languages mainly for the intimate relationship the lan-
guage has with the religion, Islam. Charles Furguson (1968: 376-378) adds
that this kind of belief, in addition to the religious nature of the language can
also be attributed to the Arab’s beliefs in the extreme beauty of the language,
its grammatical symmetry and its richness of lexicon. Being the language of
the Qur’an. These three factors related to the perception of Arabic by the
Arabs are organically related to the first. Chejne (1969:9) in his work on the
Arabic language and its role in history asserts that

The doctrine of the divine nature of the Qur’an with respect to its
meaning, wording and even its most minute details, came to encom-
pass the Arabic language as a whole. The issue of whether Arabic was
God’s gift, and hence superior to all languages in beauty, wealth and
nobility, has deeply concerned philologists, theologians, philosophers,
religious scholars and others.

Some western writers, on the other hand, have had the impression that Arabs

view Western languages as they negatively view Western culture. Fellman
(1973: 246-247) makes the claim that

As they view Western culture, so do they view Western languages, as
products of imperialism fit only for scientific and technological writing.
... These countries thus see and use the international languages only as
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arrived to “civilize” Algeria the literacy rate in urban Algeria was 40%. This

The first conquest of Algeria was accomplished militarily and was
completed in 1871 when the Kabylia was disarmed. The second con-
quest has consisted of making the natives accept our administrative and
judicial systems. The third conquest will be by the school: this should
ensure the predominance of our language over the various local
idioms, inculcate in the Muslims our own idea of what France is and
of its role in the world, and replace ignorance and fanatical prejudices
by the simple but precise notions of European science.

A senior inspector for overseas education elaborated further on the French
attitude saying:

... to attach them to the Metropole by a very solid psychological bond,
against the day when their progressive emancipation ends in a form of
federation, as is probable ... that they be, and they remain French in
language, thought, and spirit.

(Foncion, quoted in Phillipson 1992: 114)

The role of the school is of prime importance in the achievement of this
transformation and it has been specified as follows:

To transform the primitive people in our colonies, to render them as
devoted as possible to our cause and useful to our commerce ...the
safest method is to take the native in childhood, bring him into assidu-
ous contact with us and subject him to our intellectual and moral habits
for many years in succession, in a word to open schools for him where
his mind can be shaped at our will.

(Hardy 1917, Quoted in Phillipson 1992:114)

The civilizing mission of the French in Algeria in particular is worth exam-
ining. It is revealing to find out that, according to Colnna 1975 (quoted in
Phillipson 1992:112), based on French government sources, when the French

The French language policy in the colonies differed from the British lan-
gudge policy in that, according to Phillipson (1992:111), fundamentally in
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Gettysburg speech and second inaugural. The English only movement, oppo-
site to what many writers believe (see Crawford 1992, 2002) had its roots
earlier than many people think. Its coming to the surface more recently is an
answer to a number of social changes in the American society. Crawford
(2002:3) maintains that “defending English provides a way to express anxi-
eties that have little to do with the language: The United States’ slippage as
a superpower, economic polarization in the Regan era, rootlessness and
decline of community, our seeming impotence in coping with crises both for-
eign and domestic”. Crawford (1992) uncovers the “intimate connection”
between this movement and the anti-immigration lobby. The defenders of
this movement re-iterate Franklin’s fears of future demographic changes and
they talk about the “Latin onslaught” from South of the Borders.

These and other reasons led Holly (1990) to conclude that English is not like
any other language and in the contemporary world it can also act as a means
of “cultural colonization of the spirit” because it serves the interests of the
“most powerful concentration of economic power the world has ever known”
. It is the dominance of English and its becoming “the court language” that
have become ideological vehicles of hegemony. Holly warns that that when
English is taught or used, it has an “unspoken curriculum™ that goes with it
in the form of a cultural baggage of “entrpreneuralism and commercialism in
general”.

The racist myth of the “civilizing effects” of the English language, however,
is not restricted to the attitudes of the British colonial structure to the colo-
nized Arab, African or Third World colonized people. It has its roots in
British history and the attitudes of the British colonial structure towards their
Celtic country men. This myth was in fact instrumental in the eradication of
Celtic languages in Scotland, Wales and Ireland. Grillo (1989:84-87) very
succinctly addresses this issue which has been marginalized in modern
Ireland, Scotland and Wales. The following quotations, well documented in
Grillo (1989:66-88), ring the bells of the British educational planners in
India and Africa. The first two are about Irish and they are by an authority of
no less literary caliber than Jonathon Swift.

I have been lately looking over the advertisements in some of your
Dublin newspapers... In one of the advertisements ... I encountered near
a hundred words together which I defy any creature in human shape,
except an Irishman of the savage kind to pronounce. ... I am deceived if
anything hath more contributed to prevent the Irish being tamed, than this
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Africa may depend in no small measure on a genuine educational rev-
alution that involves at the same time, a widespread use of African lan-
guages as media of instruction.

Whoever
knows that language has ready access to all the vast intellectual wealth
which all the wisest nations of the earth have created and hoarded in the
course of ninety generations. (quoted in Daswani 1982)

The situation in Africa was even worse. Mazrui (1968: 184-186) discusses
the factors that made the attitudes of early Kenyan and Nigerian nationalists
to English “nationalistic”. He concludes that the primary factor is the asso-
ciation between English education on one hand and intellectual competence
on the other; The African, the Negro was assumed to be incapable of achiev-
ing such intellectuality. Attempts were, therefore, made to master the lan-
guage in order to contradict the racialistic myth of the Negro’s “retarded
mentality” . Mazrui quotes Kimble, author of A Political History of Ghana,
who states that “education to many people came to mean simply the ability
to speak and write English. Mazrui also quotes Coleman, author of Nigeria:
Background to Nationalism, who asserts that it is not uncommon to find a
semi-educated Nigerian working as a steward who can “quote the Bible and
recite Hamlet”. This colonial condescending attitudes to the Africans equat-
ing intellectuality with English education has led to Mazrui’s (1975 : 11-14)
coinage of such provocative and expressive terms as “Indo-Saxons”, “Afro-
Saxons”, and “Black Europeans”. The same kind of attitude prompted
Raghuvira (Das Gupta 1970:179) to ask such rhetorical questions as: “Shall
we be anglicized?, shall we be turned into Greeks and Latins? and shall we
then alone pick up the few crumbs thrown to us as refuse ...by the West?” and
led Mazrui to demand the de-Anglicization and de-racialization of English.
In a more recent “hard hitting™ article on the World Bank policy on educa-
tion and the medium of instruction in Africa, Mazrui (1997:46 in Alexander
1999:7) concludes that

The European languages in which Africans are taught are ... important
sources of intellectual control. They aid the World Bank’s efforts to
enable Africans to learn only that which promotes the agenda of inter-
national capitalism. Partly because of this Euro-linguistic policy, intel-
lectual self-determination in Africa has become more difficult. And,
for the time being, the prospect of a genuine intellectual revolution in
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English and French came as a result of colonial policies and their firm belief
in the necessity of spreading the colonizer’s language and culture on one
hand and the belief in “the civilizing effects™ of this mission. The two lan-
guages, English and French, were originally implanted and later maintained
within the framework of flatly colonial racist imperialistic policies drawn
with the main objective of stripping the colonized off their languages, cul-
ture§ and above all identity.

Thelsecond trend is the fact that European languages and specifically English
and French, though imposed and well maintained in various domains and for
varipus reasons, have not coexisted comfortably with Arabic at the psycho-
logical level. There has been serious conflict which has divided the elites, the
intelligentsia, and thought leadership in the Arab world. The hottest debates
takg place in the educated and educational circles in the Arab countries.

Thitd, English is getting more entrenched and French is being displaced by
Eng,}lish in Arab North Africa. French is giving way to English.

Fourth, English has claimed a lot of power and whatever made English a
powerful language and the language of power applies to English within the
framework of a theory of power.

JREIGN LANGUAGES AND IMPERIALISM IN THE ARAB REGION

It is re-stating the obvious when we say that the spread of English and French
specially in the Arab world came as a result of the British and the French
colgnial policies in the region. The thinking behind the spread of the two lan-

mently expressed by the engineer of these policies, namely T.B. Macauly
whose major objective sought to create “a class of persons Indian in blood
and color, but English in tastes, in opinion in morals and intellect” (Daswani
1982). Macauly’s final objective as early as 1833 (Mukherjee 1982) consist-
ed of the pacific triumph of reason over barbarism, and of establishing an
empire which is the “imperishable of our arts and our morals, our literature
and our laws. Das Gupta (1970:42) maintains that English education in the
colonies came to be identified with the study of the English language and lit-
erafure which gave the natives the right to be “cultured, well read and, in fact,
educated.” Macauly, indeed, looked down at the “native” languages and at
the same time at other western languages in comparison with English.
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Alexander (1999: 3-4) summarizes the arguments marshaled by the new
rulers in order to justify the adoption of the ex-colonial languages and offi-
cial languages in the new independent and assumingly liberated countries
specially in Africa, though the arguments are applicable elsewhere. The col-
onizers posited that the use of an indigenous language out of the multiplici-
ty of languages in some of these countries, which may have exceeded 400
languages in some cases, would encourage separatism. It is paradoxical to
see a language of an oppressor like English working as a unifying force in
countries like India and Nigeria for example. Second, the use of the colonial
languages as official languages was always justified on economic and tech-
nical grounds in that they have link to the mother country and consequently
have an infrastructure with a pool of skills in the form of appropriate dictio-
naries, registers, books, publishers, printers, and trained professionals. Third,
creative, technical and scientific literatures in the language of the ex-colo-
nizer were assumed to be superior to those of the indigenous languages and
vernaculars along the lines of Macaulay’s fierce colonial spirit when he
described English as “In force, in richness , in apptitude for all highest pur-
poses of the poet, the philosopher and the orator inferior to the tongue of
Greece alone™.

The efforts on the part of UK and USA governmental agencies for the pro-
motion of English are relatively marginal when compared with the efforts of
the French government for the diffusion of French worldwide. Coulmas
(1992: 147) maintains that, among all languages of the world, French is the
language which is promoted most and with more government spending. The
Francophone movement inaugurated by President Mitterrand in 1986,
according to Coulmas, has become instrumental in spreading French and
protecting French from the superiority of English in international markets. In
the Dakar summit of Francophone countries in 1989, President Mitterrand
surprised the summit when he announced the cancellation of French debts
owed by the thirty five African countries which reached a total of 16 billion
Francs on condition that French be given a dominant role in government and
education in these countries.

FOUR MAJOR TRENDS IN THE CONTEXT OF POWER

To make a discussion of the power of language and the language of power
more meaningful In the Arab World, four major trends should be pointed out

The first is the fact that the learning of European languages and particularly
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It is;saddening to see so much lack of awareness of why English speaking
countries have been pushing so hard for English spread worldwide under
varipus pretexts. Sometimes they make the whole process look so inno-
cent, coincidental and harmless. In a revealing paper on language and
r in the Symposium on Power, Politics and English , De Kadt (1993:
162:63) firmly asserts that “accepting English as a lingua Franca means
simultaneously -and generally unwittingly-accepting a particular interpre-
tatian of the world and at that one which is located in the context of colo-
nialism and apartheid”. De Kadt quotes Ndebele (1987:11) who rejected
the 1dea of the “innocence of English” in an important lecture to the
English Academy of South Africa. Ndeble (in De Kadt 1993: 162) strong-
ly asserts that the problems of a certain society will also be the problems
of the predominant language of that society since that language is the car-
rier/of a range of attitudes, social perceptions and goals. The speakers of
language absorb “entrenched attitudes™ through this language “The
il of English” he maintains, “must be recognized and appreciated

duct of the good will of a colonizer. The African writer Ngugi wa
Thibng”o in a famous essay on “ The Language of African Literature”
(Alexander 1999:3-4) denounces the cultural implications of colonialism and
imperialism stressing the fact the aim of colonialism is to control people’s
wealth and the only way political control can be effective is by mental con-
trol To control the people’s mind and culture is to exert control on their
Is of definition in relationship to others”. This involved two aspects of
the/same process for the colonizer; the first is the destruction and “deliberate
undervaluing”™ of people’s culture , religions, arts, dances, education, geog-
raphy and literature. The second aspect is the continuous, conscious and sys-
tematic elevation of the colonizer’s language. The domination of the a peo-
ple's language by the languages of the colonizing nations™ was crucial to the
domination of the mental universe of the colonized™.

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English is a world language because of our colonial history. That history
has been justified through selecting information about the past; through
trying to prove “scientifically” white male intellectual supermacy in the
nineteenth century, and through the stereotyping of the women and of
those colonized as being less capable and rational that white men.

In a known paper published in Foreign Policy under the title “The New
Linguistic Order”, Fishman (1997: 8) directly and clearly responds to the
accidentalism hypothesis saying:

English came to Massachusetts the same way it did to Mumbai: on
a British ship. For all the talk of Microsoft and Disney, the vast
reach of English owes its origins to centuries of successful colo-
nization by England. Of the 100 colonies that achieved indepen-
dence between 1940 and 1990, 56 were former British colonies and
1 was an American possession. Almost every colony that won its
independence from England either kept English as an official lan-
guage or at least recognized its utility.

The spread of English has also been achieved through the promotion of the
language by government agencies in the UK and the USA. In the UK, the
role of the British Council (registered as a charity) has been well delineated
by Phillipson (1992). The BBC, which is funded by public funds has been
extremely effective in carrying the policy of the government regarding the
spread of English. In the USA, as Coulmas (1992: 146-147) points out, five
separate government agencies use government subsidies to promote the use
and spread of English worldwide; these are: Agency for International
Development (AID), United States Information Agency (USIA), Peace
Corpse, State Department and the Department of Defense. Another force in
the spread of the language which is working always behind the screen and
with extremely discreet policy in revealing its real identity and connections
is that of the missionaries. These missionaries have always acted on behalf
of imperial powers being very effective instruments using the noble cover of
religion. The role of these missionaries was well delineated by Khalidy and
Farroukh (1973). The role of these missionaries in waging a war against the
Arabic script in East Africa and the Malaysian Archipelago and replacing it
with Latin script bringing the populations of these countries closer to English
serves as a good example of the role in the spread of English. (see Selloum
2001).
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wide /At present this phenomenal spread of the language can be said to have
excedded the diffusion of lingua francas and the languages of empires not
only in terms of scale rate and degree but also in terms of certain qualitative
acteristics. Fishman (1983) concludes that the spread has reached such
an orger of magnitude that

it is now significantly fostered by the non-English mother tongue world.
...Third world nations are themselves fostering massive efforts via and on
behalf of English. On the other hand, equally massive programs via
English are being conducted by the Soviet Union, the Arab World and
mainland China - world powers that have their own well developed stan-
dard languages and that normally oppose the various political, philo-
hical and economic goals of the English mother tongue world.

The tole of English, different from the roles of other languages, is fostered
both by its opponents and by third parties; indigenous Elites or “native for-
cignérs”, of tourism ‘foreign foreigners™ of foreign media, technical publi-
cations, teen-age slang and models of language planning. . The language has
been! indigenized and subjected to language planning .. Kachru (1983)
includes contributions on the nativization of English including its
Afriganization with descriptions of Nigerian English, Kenyan, Chinese,
Indian, Caribbean and Pringlish (Puerto Rican). Other languages have been
accofded protection against English, for English has been used not only as a
medium of linguistic imperialism (Phillipson 1992) but also for “linguistic
genocide™ in Sktutnabb-Kangas’s (1999) terms.

Thisispread should not be understood to have come by chance or without
monijtoring, feeding, support, encouragement, persuasion, and bargaining
from English speaking countries specially the UK and the USA. In connec-
tion with the spread of English, it is necessary to point out that such words

‘diffusion™ and “spread™ are sometimes misleading because it is impor-
tant to know how this spread or diffusion is taking place. There is enough
reason to believe that the the two terms have become euphemistic. Al-
Barakaat (1996), for example, is rightly puzzled by the accalaimed ignorance
of such distinguished scholars as Larry Smith and Henry Widdowson of the
relaionship between the spread of English and imperialism. It is indeed
bewildering to see Widdowson (1982) attributing this spread to “accidental-
ism’} and Smith (1983a) excluding power , political influence, and wealth to
be the reasons behind that spread. Clarke and Clarke (1990) respond to that
issu¢ by stating that

as’
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about the “war of liberation while the Arabs started to talk about the “dis-
tress, the misfortune™ using flowery language and a lot of rhetoric. The Arabs
also talked about “what is called Israel” without mentioning the word Israel
and keeping all the Arabs in the dark regarding the realities of the “enemy”.
The defeat of 1967 was a big shock for the Arabs at all levels because the
language of the Arab discourse has always given the false impression about
the “enemy”. Arabs started to talk about eradicating “the traces of the aggres-
sion”, the war of aggression and the war of attrition”. The language of Arab
discourse started to be more persuasive. A new terminology emerged after
the first Arab victory in the 1973 war and the conclusion of a peace treaty
with Egypt. The conflict remained heated at all levels but a new terminolo-
gy pushing the Arabs to accept Israel at the psychological level emerged in
local and international press. In the new terminology, the Arab land or the
Arab World became “the Middle East”, the Palestinian problem became the
“the Middle East crisis”. The media started talking about “normalization” of
relationships between the Arabs and Israel. These terms are not only mis-
leading, but they have had their bearing on the situation because we have new
“concepts” with some dangerous implications. The talk about the Middle
East isolates the Arabs from their cultural heritage and from their history.
The talk about the Middle East crisis negates the occupation of Palestine by
the Zionists. Normalization implies the relationships going back to “normal”
as if they were so at some point. It is surprising to see how the Arab politi-
cians finally settle on naming those operations in which a freedom fighter
gives up his own life in an act of utmost sacrifice. Are these operations “mar-
tyral operations™, “suicidal bombings”, suicidal explosions”, terrorist opera-
tions” or acts of self defense. The name, I believe, will have its price and will
reflect the degree of affinity to American political thinking locally or inter-
nationally.

ENGLISH: SPREAD AND STATUS

In a paper entitled *“The English Language in a Global Context” given at an
international conference commemorating the fiftieth anniversary of the
British Council, Randolph Quirk, the prominent English grammarian (1985)
firmly asserts that English is “The language on which the sun does not set,
whose users never sleep. For between 1600 and 1900, speakers of English
pushed themselves into every part of the globe (more recently. to lunatic
deserts far beyond the globe), so that at this present time, English is more
widely spread and is the chief language of more countries than any other lan-
guage is or ever has been.” Indeed, English has been well entrenched world-
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aimed at persuasion or justification of these acts. History bounds with

of the Modern period. The first example relates to the wars of the
Crusades. The Crusades used language to prepare the Christian West to wage
wars|against Muslims in the Arab land. The discourse used was fit to the
Western mentality at the time. Their linguistic discourse focused on two
lines} the worldly and the religious. The worldly stressed the booty, the mate-
rial benefits and the personal worldly glory. The papal propaganda machines
used/language to ascribe the worst qualities to Islam and Muslims. It called
the Prophet (PBUH) the worst of names. Moreover, it accused Muslims of
persécuting Christians and carrying out sacrilege of their churches.
Cathplicism used language to convey that they are “God’s favorite” people
and the bravest on earth. It also promised them to regain Palestine which is
desctibed in the Bible as the “land of milk and honey”. The word of the holy
book was mixed with the words of the preachers, patriarchs, monks, papal
missjonaries and Crusade adventurers to describe the Crusaders as “soldiers
of God, Army of Jesus, the Pilgrims”. The campaigns were described as
“Pilgrimages and Holy Campaigns™ and they were linked to the cross which
is the symbol of sacrifice in Christianity.

In the Arab Israeli conflict, the Zionist movement used discourse to create a
pretéxt for their adventure in Palestine. Right from the beginnings, the
Zionist movement paid special attention to the cultural dimension of the con-
flictiand established studies and research centers to promote the political ide-
ology of Zionism. In their writings, they used terminology that prepared the
world opinion for the Zionist adventurous ideology. These terms included
cliches, falsehoods, slogans and biblical quotations which prepare the minds
of those targeted to accept the occupation of Palestine. Such terminology
included the talk about “land without people to people without land, nation-
al home for the Jews, God’s chosen people, the promised land, and the return
of the Diaspora”. The discourse used by the Arabs, on the other hand, was
local and partial. When the Arabs were defeated in 1948, the Zionists talked
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Anees (1970) chose a title for one of his chapters “Search for Language” to
solve the social, political and even economic problems in the world.
Apparently, Anees was thinking on the lines of the French proverb
“Cherchez la femme”. Anees strongly asserts that language has a far more
important role to play in international conflicts than so many people think.
In fact he asserts that the role of language, for one reason or another, is
ignored, neglected or taken for granted. That is sometimes done intentional-
ly by politicians because the study of the linguistic situation in so many
countries in the world today is complex, time consuming, touchy and sensi-
tive. Anees (1970:113-147), depending on a number of publications, lists and
addresses tens of international conflicts that are caused, motivated, heated, or
aggravated by language. The seeds of division in so many countries in the
world are no more natural topographical or geographical features; they are
nationalistic and language based. The national/official language question in
India is a case in point. After independence, India specified a period of time
for the use of English as the official language in the country hoping to choose
one of the languages of India, preferably Hindi, to be the official language of
the country. Hindi couldn’t be accepted because it conflicts with other
national languages in different parts of the country. India settled for the
choice of English and Hindi as official languages with fourteen other nation-
al languages to be used in the Indian parliament. . Srilanka has been wit-
nessing a bloody war for years and language conflicts lie at the roots of this
war waged by Tamil speakers. The list includes some very serious problems,
chronic problems, that divided Europe and are still latent in so many coun-
tries in the European continent. These include the conflict in Cyprus (Turkish
- Greek), the borders between France and Italy (French - Italian), the districts
of Alzac and Lorraine (French - German), the Saar region (German -French),
the districts of Eupen and Malmedy on the borders between Belgium and
Germany (French - German), Flemish and French in Belgium, Gaelic and
English in Ireland, the Duchess of Schleswig between Denmark and
Germany (Danish - German) the border areas of Poland with six countries
speaking six different languages, the border areas of the Check and Slovak
republics, the border areas of Hungary, the chronic language problems of the
Balkan and the serious problem of the Triesta port between Italy and
Yugoslavia which has at its roots the conflict between a Slavic related lan-
guage and an Italian related one.

LANGUAGE IN WAR AND PEACE

In a very recent article in the cultural monthly Al’arabi, Kassim (2002: 16-

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strategy. It is by no chance, Rafi’ maintains, that France hurried to secure aid
to the Hutu in Ruwanda while an English company was shipping tens of
thousands of “matchos”, a sharp short and wide spearhead used as an effec-
tive weapon by the Tutsi to stab and kill the Huto. The differences between
the two warring parties are more linguistic than racial or genealogical.

LANGUAGE AS A WEAPON

Dwight Bolinger, the American linguist (1980), viewed language as a
“loaded weapon” and illustrated the cover of his book on the use and abuse
of language today with a red colored opened pistol. He takes the reader in his
boak to show him how language effects our lives and how it comes with
“every threat to our safety and every promise of better times”. This “inter-
nal? power of language in general was well addressed by Toomey (2000)
who, in talking about the power of language and its profound effects main-
tains that:

words can inform our minds, caress and comfort our feelings, excite and
hrill our spirit, or warm and kindle the flame of our hearts. They can also
slap our faces, push us in the stomach, rattle our nerves, kill our desire, or
destroy our self confidence. Of course, this metaphorical, but these
metaphors capture in words our physical reactions to what is said, and that
is the power of language. It has profound effects on us. ... Language, is
either a powerful instrument or a dangerous weapon. ... The texture and fab-
ric of our lives are are affected by the way we communicate with ourselves
and with each other. ... Inspiration and devastation can both be achieved
with words. Relationships can be both cultivated and stifled by words.

In & similar manner, Fairclough (1989) focuses on how language contributes
to the “domination” of some people by others. He shows how language rests
on lcommonsense assumptions and the commonsense assumptions are ideo-
]()?"cally shaped by relations of power to the extent language is “caught up

in domination and oppression”. Fortunately, however, there is always the
possibility of resisting and changing these relations of power especially
when people develop critical consciousness of domination and its modalities
rather than just experiencing them.

INTRODUCTION

At the outset of this paper and before the topic is treated at any level, I would
like to re-iterate the warning of a scholar (B. Kachru 1986: 122) who cau-
tiously has been dealing with the issues of language power and the politics
of English. His warning is that questions about language and power do not
necessarily involve linguistic issues because the issue of language and power
goes beyond linguistics into the realms of politics, history, sociology, attitu-
dinal and motivational factors, and into “very mundane economic consider-
ations”. He adds that the power of English has yet to be studied from all these
perspectives. He described his endeavor as a minute tip of the iceberg.

THE “FASHODA STRATEGY”

In an article on language and power in the best known and most widely dis-
tributed Arabic cultural monthly Al-"Arabi, Rafi’ (1997:124-128) invoked a
historical event to explain what he termed the “linguistic wars™ of the centu-
ry. The locus of this event is in the Arab world and its ramifications are still
felt and seen in the arena of the modern course of events in the region. It goes
under the name of the “Fashoda event” and not any less frequently “the
Fashoda mission”, “the Fashoda strategy” and the *“Fashoda complex”.
Fashoda is a town in Sudan in which the British army heading south to link
the Cape with Cairo met the French army heading west to link Dakar with
Djibouti back in the year 1898. The French expedition leader Marchand had
the objective of not only “thwarting British schemes for African hegemony
but also participating effectively in the eventual partition of the Sudan ... and
hasten the evacuation of Egypt”. He wanted to counteract the British and
check the British expansion in Africa especially in the upper Nile, as Andrew
and Kanya-Forstner (1975) put it. But when Kitchener met Marchand.
“might if not right was overwhelmingly on Britain’s side”. Delcasse, the
French foreign Minister, ordered Marchand’s unconditional withdrawal from
the Nile and the Fashoda strategy, “the Third Republic’s most ambitious
colonial gamble™ entirely collapsed. Rafi (1997:127) explains the subtle
American -French conflict over the selection of a successor to Butrus Butrus
Ghali as the United Nation’s Secretary General in terms of the Fashoda com-
plex. When Anan was elected he gave his first speech in both languages half
in English and the other half in French. When asked if he spoke English, he
said that he did with a French accent. Rafi’ also interprets the bloody African
wars between the English speaking Tutsi and the Francophone Hutu which
encompassed three African countries within the framework of the Fashoda

Despite the fact that Arabic is one of the richest languages in the world in its

times wholly “displaced” by either English or French in so many
ins of language use in Arab societies. This “displacement”™ is nowhere
clearer than at the level of higher education.

The writer concludes by iden-
tifying the patterns of language use emerging in higher education across the
Arab World.
